Description: Prototypes of the Slayn and Korpil T-19 Torrent starfighter were first introduced at the Battle

of Geonosis. Having proven their worth as an assault fighter with exceptional speed and maneuverability,

the Republic quickly produced T-19s to add to the arsenal of the growing clone army. Because of the

months of training it took for the Republic's clone trooper pilots to become proficient with the vessel, the

fighter was not available in large numbers for some of the early engagements of the war, but they made a

prominent showing during the Battle of Muunilinst. Initially designed as a short-range fighter, Republic

technicians later added a Class-1 hyperdrive to equip the vessel for escort missions. The ship is unique

in that it has two pairs of folding airfoils that give the ship added maneuverability and provides pilots with

easy access to the ship's sliding canopy. The lower split airfoils coupled with enhanced repulsorlift

engines make the ship an exceptional vertical take-off and landing (VTOL) fighter. 
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
